Your Annual Health Check

An Annual Health Check is a yearly check up at
your doctor’s surgery.

Having a health check every year with the doctor
can help you find out if you have any health
problems you need help with.

It is a good way of helping you to stay healthy.

This booklet is a guide to let you know what to
expect in your Annual Health Check, and the
things the doctor or nurse should check.

Extra tests

If your learning disability has a specific cause,
the doctor or nurse will often do extra tests for
particular health risks.
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What happens at an Annual Health Check?

Blood tests

Sometimes the doctor or nurse will take blood.
This will be to check for infections or other
conditions. Please make sure you have had
plenty to drink as this will help to make

taking your blood easier.

The doctor or nurse will also provide you with
any health information, such as advice on
healthy eating, exercise, contraception or
support to stop smoking.

The information you get should be accessible
to you, as GP's have to follow a law called the
Accessible Information Standard.
